HANOVER–Hemp has a long history of legal 

battles and debates over the past half-century. As 

marijuana, both medical and recreational, be-comes legalized in Illinois and in many other states, the hemp industry has become legalized as well. Biologically, hemp and marijuana come from the species of cannabis plant, but from different variet-ies. Marijuana contains THC, the active ingredient that causes a psychoactive effect on the user. Hemp has 0.3 percent or less THC and has no psychoac-tive effect. “One of the biggest things for the public is 

knowing that hemp is actually Cannabis Sativa, 

which is the same plant, in essence, as mari-

juana,” said Phillip Alberti, University of Illinois 

Extension educator for commercial agriculture 

and the Extension’s “hemp expert.” Alberti has 

been holding workshops and presentations 

across the state since hemp became legal.
“What determines the difference is THC 

concentration,” said Alberti. “You are going to 

hear the term cannabis plant be thrown around 

a lot, and there is no difference between hemp 

and marijuana in that regard; the only differ-

ence is THC. That’s going to be a new word that 

will be used that people will need to get used 

to hearing.”
Even though they are different, the cultiva-

tion of hemp has been restricted in the United 

States until 2014 when Congress allowed states 

to authorize limited production for research 

purposes, and legalized in full in the 2018 Farm 

Bill, passed in December. If the past is a tell-tale sign of the future, 

hemp is a commodity that is grown easily in 

Illinois, but the last time hemp was legal to 

grow in the state was nearly 70 years ago. The 

Illinois Farm Bureau has been working for more 
Industrial Hemp Plants grown for CBD production during 

flowering.
